FOOTRACE ACEFOORT race run on foot [n -S] 

FOOTREST EFOORSTT support for feet [n -S] 

FOOTROPE EFOOOPRT rope used in sailing [n -S] 

FOOTSLOG FGLOOOST to march through mud [v -GGED, -GGING, -S] 

FOOTSORE EFOOORST having sore or tired feet [adj] 

FOOTSTEP EFOOPSTT step with foot [n -S] 

FOOTWALL AFLLOOTW layer of rock beneath vein of ore [n -S] 

FOOTWEAR AEFOORTW wearing apparel for feet [n FOOTWEAR]
